COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course serves as the third and final externship experiences, with a focus on the integration of
theory, simulation and practical skills acquired from previous didactic coursework to be applied in the
clinical and patient care setting. The student will progressively function as a member of the
Anesthesia Care Team. Interact professionally with vendors and other departments. Students will be
expected to maintain a weekly case log of all procedures, as well as detailed case reports of
procedures involving direct patient care.

Upon successful completion of this course, the student will;
o Apply industry experience by working in the operating room environment for more
complex anesthesia situations.
o Develop professional skills that facilitate the job search process.

clinical site’s policies and procedures during all fieldwork-related activities.
o Apply entry level skills with anesthesia equipment.
e Display skills to anticipate needs of the anesthesia care provider and assist to
maintain optimal patient outcomes.
