 Develop consecutive and simultaneous interpretation and transliteration of English to 
American Sign Language  

 Develop skills through simulated interpreting situations, vocabulary review, activities, and 
practical exams 

 Demonstrate developing skills in conveying messages between ASL and English 

 Demonstrate both receptively and expressively  accurate interpretation using impartial, yet 
necessary vocabulary
