COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This is the first course in reading development. It is designed to assist students in developing reading
skills and becoming efficient and effective readers. The student concentrates on the major
components of reading skills; visual and auditory discrimination, alphabet recognition, word attack,
vocabulary and comprehension.

PREREQUISITES: Admission by referral only through assessment

EXPECTED COMPETENCIES:

Upon successful completion of this course, the student will:
1. Demonstrate critical thinking
2. Develop flexibility when reading a variety of materials
3. Record notes effectively from textbooks
4. Apply reading strategies to textbooks
5. Develop vocabulary strategies
