Students will develop competencies using computer-aided design technology for producing patterns 
for apparel. This class will use a combination of lecture, demonstration and handson computer 
experience to teach the skills needed for creating digital patterns including flat pattern manipulation, 
grading, pattern development and editing, and marker making. Students will digitize basic 
slopers/blocks and manipulate them into original apparel designs on the computer.
