2. We will discuss the world as a whole, outlining the physical stage on which human drama is 
being played out, providing environmental information, demographic data, political background, 
and geographic context.

5.  Be able to analyze and synthesize knowledge of complex events -- not only from course 
material but personal observation and experience--into meaningful Human/Geography concepts.
