HLS 100 Introduction to Homeland Security

COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course is designed to introduce the above mentioned audience to fundamental components and
concepts of homeland security. Topic that will be taught are: the origin, causes and history of
terrorism; domestic and international terrorism; the government’s response to terrorist incidents;
identifying and protecting critical infrastructure; national security strategies and organizations; and an
introduction to weapons of mass destruction.

EXPECTED COMPETENCIES:

Upon successful completion of this course, the student will:

Understand where terrorism originated and the problems leading to it.

Know the methods and weapons used to rage terrorism.

Be familiar with what action can be expected from the government

Know the various departments within the Department of Homeland Security.

Be aware of the legal issues relating to homeland security

Be familiar with how the private sector plays a role in homeland security.

Know how risk management interacts with emergency management

Understand how life safety is built into standards and how the various emergency services

support life safety
