2. Define positive feedback
3. Demonstrate their capacity to practice giving and receiving positive feedback
4. Demonstrate their willingness and capacity to lead large and small group discussions
5. Demonstrate their willingness to enter more understanding, accepting and personal
relationships with other persons
6. Demonstrate knowledge of the difference between thinking and feeling, between thoughts
and feelings
7. Demonstrate knowledge of the difference between evaluative and non-evaluative feedback
8. Recognize congruency and incongruency in behaviors, attitudes, thoughts, and feelings of
themselves and other persons
9. Formulate statements from questions
