COURSE DESCRIPTION:   This course covers the fundamentals of heat energy, the laws of thermal 
dynamics, and all conditions necessary for complete combustion using oil and natural gas.  Topics include the 
safe design, construction, installation, venting, alteration, service and testing of heating equipment needed to 
maintain state comfort standards, as well as how heating controls operate and how they are wired.  This 
course will also review reading and understanding of ladder, schematic diagrams, pictorial diagrams and 
control operations.

Upon completion of this course, the student will be familiar with:  

 Understand fundamentals of heating including comfort standards, heat loss calculations, electric control 

wiring, servicing components and study of various types of heating systems
