This course covers boiler foundations and supports, safety devices, water walls, headers drum materials, 

laying up of boilers, heat absorption rates of contamination of various water surfaces, pumps, injectors, 

regulators, turbines, collectors and various traps, separators and draft regulators. The use of make-up air heat 

exchangers will be examined. This course provides training necessary for the High Pressure Boiler Operators 

licensure exam.
