COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course is a survey of the various types of business organizations
operating in the United States. The course will assist the student in developing an awareness
and understanding of the fundamental legal issues arising from the selection, formation, and
implementation of a business entity. Topics covered include an overview of sole
proprietorships, partnerships, and other unincorporated entities as well as various types of
corporations.
