This course covers completion of fundamental constructions, vocabulary, emphasis on spoken 
language. Further training in reading, writing, Spanish conversation and the use of idiomatic 
constructions.

EXPECTED COMPETENCIES: 
Upon the completion of this course the student will be able to: 
 

1. Demonstrate the use of the following verb forms: imperfect, conditional, past participial, 

subjunctive 

2. Demonstrate the use of indirect objects, pronouns, prepositions, adverbs 

3. Demonstrate words of time, weather, seasons, days, and months 

4. Demonstrate a basic knowledge of the Spanish land, customs, and language 

5. Apply this knowledge through speaking, writing, and translating simple Spanish prose
