How do I register for Kids’ College?

How large are the class sizes for Kids’ College? 
 
Students are place in smaller classes and are limited according to available equipment and space. 
 

What if my student’s name is not on the roster? 
 
If your student’s name is not on the roster, a registration confirmation is required to submit to the instructor to 
confirm registration. This can be obtained in the Registration Office of the campus, as long as seats are still 
available. 
 

My student is enrolled in sessions all day, what do they do for lunch? 
 
Lunch will take place between 12:00 am – 1:00 pm in a predetermined, designated area.  Supervision will be 
provided during this time. 

 
Where do I pick up and drop off my child? 
 
Please escort your student to the classroom. At the time you Drop Off and Pick Up; you are required to Sign In 
and Sign Out for your student. 
 

Can I have someone else Drop Off and Pick Up my student? 
 
Yes, as long as his/her name is listed on your Youth Student Emergency Information Form and they should be 
prepared to provide ID. If the individual is not listed on the sheet we will have to call the adult listed for pickup 
permission.  This includes parents if they are not listed on the registration sheet. See the instructor to add the 
information.  
 

What is your cancellation and refund policy? 
 
Kid’s College Camp programs are self-supporting and require a minimum number of students enrolled before a 
class will run. To avoid inconvenience to students, Kids’ College Camps with low enrollment will be canceled 
one week in advance to avoid disappointment. Refunds will be generated to participants of canceled camps.
